If you can, please bring your fiber already dampened – it will save time during class.  Also, bring a notebook and pencil, and large plastic containers and plastic bags to take home your wet fiber.  If you don’t have enough fiber, there will be some available for purchase at the workshop.  
Since some of the projects will simmer in the pot, you may also want to bring a spinning wheel or knitting/crocheting project.
